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Nature Notes
December in the Wildlife-Friendly Garden

What an interesting year we have had!

Most environmental news has been
horrendous, heart-breaking and worrying.
The best tactic I have found is to concentrate
on the things that I can do and not get bogged
down in those out of my control.

I haven’t been outside enough in the last few
months, including neglecting the garden.
Well, generally nature doesn’t mind a bit of
neglect so, instead of being unhappy about not
being garden-ready before we go away for
seven weeks (yes, I know, I am a really lucky
person!), I am planning for those things I can
do when I return.

I have sorted out my old seed packets and
have made a list of seeds that [ am ordering in
the next week. A kind friend is looking after
tender plants while we are away and, for the
rest, I am trusting that there will still be flora
and fauna when we get home with nectar and
pollen in our garden.

Jobs for December

Many of the things I talk about through the
year are still valid. Carry a bucket and a hand
fork with you, along with secateurs to take out
the odd weed as you see it. Just a few each
day and your garden will be ready for
planting, when you are.

Keep watering pots or shrubs that are in rain
shadow as these misty days are deceptive
and you will be surprised how quickly
established plants dry out. Winter is a great
time to plant trees and hedges. Select things
which grow well in your area and are
suitable for your site, good for wildlife and,
finally, prepare the ground well.

Plant of the month

Like many of our Garden Advisors, I have
found there aren’t many berries left on our
shrubs, including the holly tree. We still
have ivy berries to come but not till much
later in the winter. But the camellia,
“Yuletide’ has grown very well this year.
This shrub is quite expensive but it does
grow well. The Mahonia x media

‘Winter sun’ is in flower, with the other
variety that we grow, ‘Charity’ due to
follow on a bit later. These pops of red and
yellow do enliven the garden at this time.

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A Medway Winter

The nights are becoming longer still, the
weather colder, and much of nature is already
asleep.

Queen bees (and other creatures) snuggle
below fallen leaves left to nature where they
fell, or within mouse nests, or in chambers
constructed underground, with some bees
choosing to overwinter in empty snail shells.
And amongst the fallen leaves are tree seeds
needing a period of very cold weather for
stratification so they will germinate in the
spring while, above, buds have begun the
process which will see leaf and fruiting flower
buds bursting when the days grow longer and
warmer.

But not all of nature sleeps.

Foxes hunt rats and dig holes in lawns to
uncover chafer grubs that would otherwise
lead to areas of yellow dying grass as the grubs
feed on roots.

Some buff-tailed bumblebee queens will found
winter colonies, surprising gardeners as they
seek out rare nectar from winter blooms,
including sweet-smelling winter-flowering
honeysuckle shrubs, mahonia and hellebores,
followed by snowdrops, acconites, lesser
celadine and crocuses in the early Spring.

And the birds, having found sheltered places
to roost during spells of bitter cold, will be
visiting bird-feeders more often now that there
is less natural food around to fuel their bodies

through the coldest nights.

With so much decline in the natural world,
there are opportunities for gardeners to help
nature survive the cold:

Just leaving leaves where they fall, not
tidying dead garden vegetation from
flower-beds until the daytime temperature
is consistently above 10C, ensuring
hedgehogs can gain entry and leave the
garden when they forage, having
temporarily woken thirsty and hungry,
needing to find food and water to see them
through until Spring.

Try to leave dishes of water where they
will not freeze and clear the ice when they
do. Nesting boxes often double as roosting
places during the cold, used not just by
birds seeking shelter, but insects as well.

Out in the estuary, when the tide is low,
there are hundreds of waders seeking
winter food in the mud. So many have
travelled hundreds of miles to be there.

On a bright cold winter’s day, there’s no
better place to be to see a winter spectacle
than down by our river, far better than any
nature programme on TV; a touch of beauty
in a season dominated by

gloom, darkness and cold, \

all for making the effort to
, !

be there and see.
