As an editorial team it& lovely to get feedback
on content published and the letter this month
regarding Olwen® article about Christmas
was particularly thought-provoking.

Medway Council has initiated a project called
Rainham Reimagined using design consultants
to develop plans on how to improve the area.
It was encouraging to see so many local
residents attend the consultation launch and
hopefully lots of comments will be submitted
to help them build the blueprint for future
regeneration work. Fingers crossed this
development plan will be more successful
than the one in the 1960s. That included a
bypass and pedestrian area replacing the A2
between Orchard Street and the church. It was
left partially begun for 30 years before being
finally abandoned in the late 1990s. The
consultation has now closed but we will cover
any follow up details.

As mentioned last month, the former
Cozenton Park Nursery site is being cleared
for allotments, a community garden and tree
nursery. Work has begun and this area of the
park will look very different as the conifer
hedges bordering the site are being replaced
with native trees later this year. The
community garden is planned as a space to
bring people together with the focus on
growing food. The Council website has more.

By the time you read this we will be home,
after a warm and stimulating holiday in the
place where I spent my childhood. The
environmental and carbon-neutral ethos is
very strong in New Zealand, and frequently
carried through to personal gardens. The local
authorities, and many individuals, plant native
trees and shrubs much more than I remember
in my youth. The result is that native birds are
appearing more regularly in the suburbs as
these plants provide the nectar and seeds that
the birds prefer. The introduction, long ago, of
non-native mammals, such as possums, rats,
hedgehogsé (plus a long list) still causes
pressure on recovering populations. Robust
predator control methods are used with the
aim of eradicating the unwanted pests.

Incoming settlers in the 19 century brought
plants that reminded them of home and the
older gardens still show many of these aspects.
With more modern architecture arriving, along
with smaller gardens and the development of a
national style, featuring plants with interesting
leaves and textures (many of which we now
use in our gardens in the UK), have become
the norm.

Turning my thinking to home, I want to
improve my garden in 2025. Don& you love
a new beginning?

Planting is out of the question during periods
of severe frosts but you can pick up bargain
shrubs in garden centres, where there may be
plants unsold from last year. Repotting with
an appropriate compost in a slightly bigger
pot and keeping it watered in a frost-free
place can give you a head start when the
weather eases.

It may be possible to prepare the site where
the shrub will sit. Choose something that will
bloom where you have a quiet time to ensure
that you keep something flowering every
month of the year.

I have mentioned Hebes several times before.
These look unappealing in garden centres at
this time of the year but, with the sort of
treatment above, will give plenty of summer
bloom. I am dying to see our spring bulbs

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I6ve been seeing signs of the approaching
Spring since mid-December, with many more
signs to come if you keep your eyes and ears
open.

Already frogs are spawning and their chirping
calls attracting mates to garden ponds.

Along the hedgerows, the yellow flowers of
lesser celandine flowers are already feeding
pollinators whilst cheering the spirits of us
who have had too much of winter& wet gloom
now.

And have you heard the change in the robinsd
song, a more cheerful (and louder!) sound than
their slightly more mournful winter song?
They are one of the few songbirds that sing all
year, the earliest voice of the dawn chorus and
the last to be heard as darkness falls.

Now, Iém also hearing the dunnocks joining
them, soon to be joined by the blackbirdGs
evening song, but a while yet before I expect
the nightingales to be giving voice amongst the
brush along Motney Hill Road.

With the days becoming longer, and some days
even pleasant in the sun and out of the wind,
the temptation to tidy the garden is becoming
hard to resist. But so many creatures are still
waiting for yet warmer days within the dried
stalks and beneath fallen leaves.

I will wait a little longer until daytime
temperatures are consistently over 10c, busying

Imyself sowing seeds in seed trays and
thumbing catalogues before, prematurely,
clearing away last year® dried stalks and
digging over the ground. There® plenty of
time for all of that.

Let the ladybirds, lacewings, queen bees
and other creatures that we will need in
order to control aphids and pollinate our
crops sleep now. It will be worth it when
the garden awakes, full of life and
biodiversity.

For now, why not just explore more of
Rainham& green spaces? A walk down
Berengrave Lane through the nature
reserve, then along the sea wall towards
Motney Hill, listening for the first cuckoo
about to lay an egg in a reed warbler® nest
in the wide reedbeds along there.

Or perhaps you could head west towards

the Rainham Community Orchard, now
become the hunting ground of kestrels as

the newly planted apple and pear trees (plum
and cherry too, maybe quince and even
mulberry) come into bloom, as voles dart
through the yellow - - '
rattle.

So much to enjoy,
let® not waste
these precious days.

Elm Court during the Second World War was
called Gibraltar Gun Emplacement.

There were quite a number of large anti-
aircraft guns (known as Ack Ack guns)
situated on this site, which were there to fire
at the German bombers as they came over the
top of the Medway area. The bombers were
using the River Medway and River Thames
as navigational guidance points for London.

Rol e

There were quite a number of these gun sites
all around the Medway area.

As a young boy, I lived a quarter of a mile
from this site and these guns were extremely
powerful, noisy and hard on the ears. They
frequently broke the windows in the houses
nearest to them. I lived at number 291
Hempstead Road and the glass in our windows
was often shattered.

The surrounding fields were disguised as a
dummy airfield to distract the German
bombers from real airfields. There were also
barrage balloons which, to me as a small boy,
looked like elephants in the sky.

The gun crews (that is, the soldiers that were
based there) gave us children a party. This
would be at the latter part of World War II.

It was greatly appreciated by the children as
parties with goodies were few and far
between at that time.

Outside, on the corner of the Elm Court site,
as it now is, were several elm trees which

in later years caught Dutch Elm Disease
and had to be felled. The trees are why the
site is now called Elm Court.

As you read this, you will have likely missed
the 16™ of February deadline to provide an
online survey response to the Rainham
Re-imagined feasibility study consultation.
