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Nature Notes
June in the Wildlife-Friendly Garden

My water concerns are turning into full-blown
worry at the way things are drying up around
us. We understood, with climate change, the
need to cope with potentially hotter, drier
summers and cool wet winters but the changes
are much more nuanced and unpredictable.
We may well have whole seasons with
prevailing winds that don’t bring any rain -
what we have been experiencing since
February. We may have to accept that when
the rain comes, it most likely is going to be a
downpour that is short-lived and may well be
damaging.

So, how will we still be able to garden in a
meaningful way? It comes down to something
I talk about regularly; rain water storage, the
reuse of kitchen and bathroom water and
looking for more resilient plants. I hope to
address the resilient plant issue next time but,
in the meantime, install more water butts,
keep your gutters clean and utilise your
composts and mulches to keep water in the
soil once you have watered.

Shrub of the month

I’ve never thought of roses as a shrub!

Most of us think they are the most joyful of
flowers, but their structure and thorns means
that we hardly ever think about their form and

shape. Having a native dog rose growing as
part of a mixed hedge brings the countryside
into our gardens and the way the different
forms can be used also gives us colour,
fragrance and wildlife benefits (if they are
not too full of petals) to brighten up a garden
over many months.

They are great for adding height to a garden,
over arbours, walls and trellises.

Often such a big part of the fabric of our
gardens, we take them for granted so, don’t
forget simple things like ensuring leaves and
twigs don’t remain on the ground (which
encourages black spot). Also, they rarely
get the mulches and winter applications of
compost that go to other plants so feed them.

Jobs for the month

If you have frogs, toads or newts in your
pond, try to ensure they have a safe passage
from the pond to a hedge or tall grassy areas
where they can be safe from predators.
Build a small log pile close by the pond to
protect them from the sun.

Let’s hope for rain soon, so I can have a
more upbeat letter next month!

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Breakfast with the nightingales

Up above Cliffe Woods, on the Hoo Peninsula
lies Chattenden Woods. The footpath from the
main road threads behind back gardens and I
emerge onto a shady path. It is early, a few
hours after dawn, and the woods are a rich
brew of blackcap and song thrush, their calls
as rich as wine gravy. The bluebells have gone
over and now only the acid green leaves
remain, dying back, returning their goodness to
their bulbs to feed next year's display.

I confess I feel a little nervous walking this
path alone; a woman on her own who has just
remembered she has left her phone on the
bedside table. My work as an Ecologist means
I am often out on solitary walks at dawn but I
am used to the wide, open expanse of the
marshes not this dark, enclosed tangle of trees.
Also, I realise, I am a little lost! I thought I
knew these woods well but it's been 10 years
since I last walked through them and I've
become disorientated.

It is the forgotten phone that is making me feel
this way. [ hadn't realised how much I have
come to rely on it as a symbol of protection
and an aid to navigation. Without it, I feel
vulnerable. I am armed only with a spoon,
bought along to eat my breakfast with. I don't
fancy my chances of downing an enemy with
it but I hold it aloft to guard me.

A buzzard drifts darkly from a branch and
sullies low through the trees. The wilds
returning on the edge of the new-build

developments spring up everywhere.

I feel a little how our ancestors must have,
when the woods were wilder and wolves
still peered from the shadows. The signage
beside the path is not helping, informing me
I am walking along the boundary of the
Bridge Woods Field Archery Club and, if 1
stray, they are not responsible for any
injuries. I expect an arrow to come flying
at me through the trees and feel I have
fallen into a time warp.

The path opens up and I find myself on the
edge of Lodge Hill SSSI. This former MOD
site was earmarked for the building of 2000
houses but was saved by campaigners after
it was discovered it was one of the best sites
for threatened nightingales in England.
Suddenly the air seems lighter, flowers
appear beside the path and a couple with a
dog pass me and say hello. A nightingale
explodes into song from a thicket. Its voice
like a stream bubbling over pebbles, it
seeps, rattles and trills, a little of the tropics
arriving in Medway.

I settle down with my flask of hot coffee
and open up my tub of muesli. My fears
feel far gone. "Come, come the nightingale
sings and breakfast with us."

Spring is out there for us to savour but
maybe next time I will remember my phone.

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Rainham History

Another Rainham Park

(AD)

With a growing population, new parks were
planned for our area. The KM reported the

proposal (Dec 1967) of a new playing field in
Wigmore. Gillingham Council chose to name

it ‘Kings Frith’ after an old wood nearby.
Plans were approved and in June 1970, four
plots totalling 2 acres had been bought. By
Jan 1971 the final total of 18 acres had been
acquired for £72,000 to create new sports
pitches. In March that year, £9,000 was
approved to equip the site for various sports.
Vigorous discussion ensued about which
sports should be featured. Football was not
originally included, rather hockey and rugby
in winter and cricket in summer. Exclusive
use of the site was to be given to Anchorians
and Gillingham Hockey Club but local
footballers were unhappy and campaigned.
In March, the Council also agreed a trial of
overnight opening for the newly-created

parks at Kings Frith, Wigmore and Cozenton,

a decision made permanent in Oct.
By March 1972, after representation from

local clubs, it was decided that football would

now be included in the plans. This was a
short-lived celebration as by 1973 there were

regular reports of injuries caused by the pitch

and the flints in it. Parkwood FC secretary,
Dave Parry said, Ad/most every match we
have somebody taken to Medway Hospital
and one boy had to have 17 stitches put in

a woundO. After only six matches at Kings
Frith, the team decided to move elsewhere. It

was reported in 1974 that “The council hoped

to provide rugby and hockey pitches at Kings

Frith but ground conditions prevented this.
Eventually it is hoped that pitches can be
provided on army land along the A2.0
Looking back that was exactly what
happened.

The park was still used for events such as a
sponsored bike ride (Oct 1974) but as a
result of the difficulties there were talks
with private developers to build a new all-
purpose sports centre on the land. Other
plans included a commando-style adult
fitness circuit, crazy golf and putting green.

It was reported in Aug 1975 that

plans had been shelved for at least 5 years
but, by Aug 1976, the recreation committee
were inviting private companies to bid to
develop the land as squash courts, ice and
roller skating rinks along with a social
centre. In the meantime, the land was being
used for other activities with Gillingham
Horse show displaying horse riding skills
and a Rainham South Brownies’ Jubilee
Jamboree taking place in summer of 1977.
Sir Robert Fossett’s circus and the West
German ‘Hell Drivers’ stunt team were
given permission to use it in 1978.

By now, football had become the primary
sport taking place at Kings Frith and there
were repeated complaints about the costs
of hiring the pitches by local clubs. It was
claimed that one local team paid £155 for
the seasons of 24 games whilst their
opponents in other Kent districts paid
between £22 and £36 for the same period
of hire.
