Local Pubs

Following the letters in the May and June
issues, one of my great-grandfathers,
Thomas Wakefield, born 1846, was the
publican of The Three Mariners in the late
19th century and his daughter, my grand-
mother Eva, attended the school at the top of



Station Rd, now demolished and replaced by
the shopping centre.

Later, Thomas moved to take over a general
shop in Pier Rd, Gillingham, near the White
House pub. After he died, Eva's sister and her
husband, George Jesshope, took over the shop.
George was a semi-blinded WW1 veteran who
had turned to drink. On one cold winter day,
when George was complaining he couldn't
afford to buy coal, Eva said that he shouldn't
drink so much. George replied "I don't drink
much." She followed up with "Gidaway,
George! You're always knocking it back at the
White House - all the Jesshopes were boozers."

My brother and I created a game as teenagers;
a pub race starting and ending at the White
House. The board game route was Good Intent,
Admiralty Tavern, Shalders Arms, up
Richmond Rd, James St, High St and
Canterbury St to the Woodland Tavern and
Standard Kolster (now a Mosque), Beacon Ct,
Rock Avenue Working Men's Club, Westcourt,
down Gillingham Rd to the Fleur de Lis,
Livingstone Arms, Hastings Arms, Britannia
ending back at the White House. ‘Runners/
walkers’ had to drink half a pint at each pub
and the winner was the first to get home, or the
farthest round the course. With the complicated
use of dice, the system was rigged so that the
boozers were much more likely to win than
those who couldn't take their drink. Eva and
our mum, Gwen, were amused at our game.

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Nature Notes
July in the Wildlife-Friendly Garden

I worried about lack of rain last month, but
we’ve had a good amount over the past four
weeks. | have learned that I must keep my
nerve and trust rain will come.

I try to use only rainwater in the garden, but
if it runs out, we use kitchen and bath water,
when feasible. Also, there is the wonderful
benefit of tap water, though some plants, like
acid-loving plants, don’t thrive on our hard
water, so keep rain water for them.

Keeping new plants and shrubs well-hydrated
is one of the methods of building in resilience
to help them shrug off pests and diseases so
don’t hoard stored water. This is a mistake I
have made over the years, wondering why my
plants aren’t as vigorous as my friends’ plants.
I didn’t realise they were slowly dying of
drought!

After last night’s thunderstorm, I discovered
parts of the garden that did not receive the
benefit of the rain, so they need a good drink.

Shrub of the month

The Mediterranean silvery-leaved, aromatic
shrubs are those we think of as being resilient.
However, many of them do not like our cold,
damp winters. This is a perfect time to be
taking soft-wood cuttings, so that you can
have small plants for next year, if needed. It

can be a long time before they strike but be
patient! I would suggest that Lavender,
Rosemary and Salvia are ideal candidates.

If a shrub is becoming too big for its position,
think ahead a couple of years - cuttings
grown now will help you keep a favourite
plant for the future. Indeed, it is a perfect
present if a friend admires it.

Jobs for the month

As 1 get older, I am starting to be more laid-
back about work in the garden. There are
always jobs to be done, but ‘little and often’
is my mantra. Regular forays, with a hand
fork, pair of secateurs and a bucket for the
debris, is more fruitful than worrying about
digging something up (and never doing it).
I am getting such enjoyment out of seeing
more insects on my weeds than I could
imagine. I found a Thick-thighed flower
beetle (Oedemera nobilis) the other day.
Look it up and laugh!

This is a wonderful season to visit other
people’s gardens. There is a fascinating
garden safari in Shadoxhurst to visit and an
open garden at Tyland Barn as well as lots
of Summertime activities.

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It is not just the wildlife that benefits...

Just sitting in the garden, watching a mining
bee searching the mown grass area while
sparrows chattered in the hedge, I was aware
that I was in my happy place, totally relaxed
and absorbed in the moment.

A very different feel to when [ was a
committed urban gardener, when all needed

to be neat and tidy and regiments of bedding
plants the sole focus of my gardening.

Now, as a wilder gardener, I often expound the
benefits of a wilder garden to maintaining our
vanishing wildlife and the wider biodiversity
of the area around our home.

But it’s not just the wildlife that benefits, we
do too!

Gone are the days when I’d take a cup of tea
into the garden and find myself noticing all
that needed doing: hedges to be trimmed, grass
mown, beds to be weeded, climbers to be tied
back...the list endless.

Not that there’s no maintenance work to be
done in a wilder garden, just far less. And so
much of interest just to be observed, not
tended to.

Now, I can feel my blood pressure dropping as
I watch a cinnabar moth looking for the
ragwort, experience a sense of delight as a
bumblebee feeds from the growing patch of
birds foot trefoil with its bright yellow flowers
in the ‘lawn’, or the red clover where the grass
has been left to grow longer and is now being

colonised by wildflowers that others might
call weeds.

I feel the stress drop away, as I sit quietly
by the micro pond watching hoverfly larvae
twisting near the surface and as a curious
frog comes up for air and stays, seemingly
watching me.

The worries and anxiety that plague my
mind are forgotten, to be more calmly
addressed some other time. For now, I’'m
lost in another world of beauty and,
sometimes, drama. A world that exists all
around us but is so rarely seen. A world
we are free to enter, that heals and revives
our sense of ourselves, but which we
hardly notice when we need to.

And of course, there is the sense that you
are doing something much bigger, just a
little to keep alive that wonderful world of
biodiversity that supports all our lives.

All that’s needed is a small corner, where
wildlife can make a home then one day you
will find yourself gazing in excitement and
awe at a tiny creature, there because you
gave it what it needs. You will find that
you too have crossed into the more real
world around you, your anxieties left at the
boundary of different worlds.

It's not just nature that benefits when you
choose to go wild.

Creating more wildflower verges in
Medway

We have miles of urban and rural routes which
contain grass verges here in Medway. Verges
have previously been cut to ensure good
views for drivers with a focus on meadows
within our parks and open spaces.

But grass verges are a habitat for lots of wild-
life so there was a consultation with organisa-
tions, Plantlife and Kent Wildlife, to review
the best options and approaches moving
forward.

The advice was to naturalise the areas then
assess what plants are growing. This means
grass verges will not be mowed in certain
areas across Medway. By leaving these verges
to grow, a wider diversity of wild grasses and
flowers will thrive, providing a vital food
source for bees, hoverflies and butterflies.
Over time, an additional 100 miles of wild-
flower rural and urban verges will be created,
adding to the existing 140 miles of long grassy
verges.

Wildflowers left to seed also feed birds and
small mammals, such as bats, voles and
shrews. These smaller animals will then
support apex predators such as barn owls and
kestrels.

Kings Frith Park (cont)

Over the next few years, Gillingham Horse
show went from strength to strength and
other events such as displays by motorcycle
stunt rider Eddie Kidd (Aug 1980), leaping
over 10 parked cars on his bike, and Monty
Hammond funfairs, took place.

By early 1986, plans for a sports centre had
been revived, with Medway Indoor Bowling
asking for permission to build an eight-lane,
international-standard bowl centre. It was
also being considered whether the location
was suitable for a swimming pool (eventually
sited at Cozenton Park as Splashes). These
plans were very short-lived as, by July 1986,
the council was proposing to develop Kings
Frith for housing. It was under-used due to
the flint. The proposal would have involved
swapping the East Hoath woods owned by
Medway Health authority for Kings Frith,
retaining the woods and building on Kings
Frith. These plans caused much local protest
and a petition with over 2100 names was
handed to the council, with support from the
local MP Jim Couchman. From newspaper
reports it appears that, at this time, Great
Lines in Gillingham was also being
considered for development. Fortunately,
these plans were all eventually rejected.

During Winter 1987, the area was covered
with deep snow causing difficulties with food
deliveries and later that year the great storm
of 1987 struck. Kings Frith playing fields
came to the rescue in both cases. In the Jan
snow it was used for an army helicopter to

airlift 18,000 pints of milk to Unigate’s
Wigmore depot as roads were blocked.
After the Oct storms, the playing field was
one of the locations residents could take
broken branches to be disposed of.

By now, Gillingham Horse show was judged
to be too big for the park but the playing
field was regularly being used for boot fairs
as well as local football (by 1990 it was
hosting an annual tournament, organised by
Twydall Boys Football club, with nearly
1000 boys in 140 teams from all over Kent
taking part). The children’s play area was
getting old so Gillingham Council proposed
renovating the equipment.

Plans were put for a table tennis centre
before it was realised the land had been
given with a covenant in place, permitting
no building on the land.

Anti-social behaviour at the park had local
residents complaining about noise and
rubbish. In 1991, the council arranged for
lockable gates to be closed each evening.
Unfortunately, in Jan 1992, local dog
walker, Ray Quinney, with collie, Kelly,
were locked in overnight and had to be
rescued by police. The notice meant to be
erected on the gates wasn’t in place so the
residents had no knowledge of the closure!
Rainham Football Club then proposed a
sports pavilion, early 1996, refused due to
the covenant discovered.

Today, the playing fields continue to be
well-used while dog walkers and runners
make use of the open space. Hopefully, the
legal restrictions will enable the park to be
used in a similar way for many years to

come.
