Nature Notes
April in the Wildlife-Friendly Garden

Although I have not been very active in the
garden since I last wrote, lots of plants have
found their moment to shine. They give me a
lot of pleasure if I can brave the cold and
winds to actually spend some time to look.

Wildlife is also getting active and I had about
thirty frogs in the smaller pond at breeding
time who were very jumpy, in both senses of
the word! Now they have mainly dispersed,
as has most of the frogspawn, partly because
of this activity. I thought the same last year;
anxious as I saw several dead frogs, killed by
cats and foxes. I believed that the population
in the garden was crashing but it seems not
yet! A large dog fox has made himself a
comfortable spot at the base of the tall Daphne
odora, tearing down branches to make himself
a platform on top of the gravel. Then, today
during a sunny period, there were loads of,
mainly, bumble bees but also different solitary
bees active on anything in flower. I had
forgotten how lovely their background
buzzing makes me feel. We are having very
good flowering on our shrubs this year, again
related to the hot summer and subsequent
endless rain!

to flower. The Clematis alpina I mentioned
last month has big buds, showing a tinge of
blue. However, I became aware that one of
the New Zealand varieties (which is planted
in an inaccessible part of the garden, at the
back of the shrub border, in the corner) has
been quietly making a bid for freedom and
found its way into the Magnolia stellata
where it is full of bud. This one is Clematis x
Cartmanii “Joe”, and is described as a
scrambler rather than a climber. It will be a
pure white when it opens. “Joe” would be a
lovely clematis for a big pot, to fall down
over the edges. The medium-sized camellia,
which used to go in the Pot Garden, is now
planted in the border, where it is thriving and
flowering beautifully.

So, many reasons to be cheerful.

Job of the month

Any severe pruning now needs to stop in case
of nesting birds so, we can turn our attention
to training our climbers and prune the early
shrubs after flowering. Keep planting seeds
and pricking out seedlings. I love doing that
as it is such an absorbing job and rewarding.

A cycle from Bearstead to Leeds Castle

It is spring...at least for today. Finally, after
weeks of rain, the sun is out and the daffodils
cluster together on the village green at
Bearstead as I set out on my cycle ride.

I pass the village bowls club where retirees
are enjoying some gentle exercise and
conversation. Maybe I should have taken a
leaf out of their book as, by the time I have
pedalled up hill to the village of Otham, I am
already shedding my winter layers.

Otham has hosted many illustrious visitors
including Winston Churchill and Francis
Drake. I freewheel down Stoneacre lane,
splashing through the ford and stop to admire
Stoneacre house, a medieval yeoman’s house
owned by the National Trust and set in a
garden of plum-coloured hellebores. The
house and gardens are well worth a visit
when they open to the public in April.

Beyond Stoneacre, the bridlepath is muddy
after the winter rains but I push through the
quagmire and am rewarded with the sight of
sweet violets on Holly Bush Lane and my
first ladybirds of the year emerging from
hibernation.

Beyond Leeds village I head through lanes of
celandine, passing the diminutive church at
Broomfield and take a footpath which leads
alongside the River Len, emerging into the
grounds of Leeds castle. I can’t help feeling
slightly smug at avoiding the £34 entrance

fee and enjoy my picnic with a view across
the lake to what was once the glamorous
home of the decadent Lady Ballie. From the
far side of the lake, I can escape the tourist
hoards and enjoy the site of a kestrel
hunting through the long grass of the estate.

While it is legal to push a bike on a public
footpath it is not always easy and leaving
the grounds of Leeds proves tricky as I
wrestle with the electric security gate which
refuses to recognise a bike as transport. I’'m
not sure who comes off worse but I limp
into the George Inn in Leeds village for
plasters and a pint of Pale Ale.

As 1 pedal out of the village four buzzards
are rising on the warming thermals before
drifting off towards the hills of the North
Downs. Their call would have been rare
only 20 years ago but now, with a reduction
in persecution and more rabbits, they are
becoming a common site. A little story of
nature recovering in our depleted country-
side. As I head back into Bearsted, the
shadows are lengthening across the lawns
of the Bowls club. My day has been more
active than the bowlers and more muddy
but I am glad I ventured out and grabbed
spring before it passes.

‘Food Waste Recycling Scheme for Flats

Dear Editor.

1 have received information from Medway
Council about this new service starting on 6"
April. I live alone in a flat and create next to
no food waste. It appears that I will receive 2
plastic bins and one roll of waste food bin
liners. After that I would have to purchase
more bin liners at cost to me.

1 read, with interest, where this food waste will
be processed - by a private company in
Cambridgeshire! This is around 90 miles each
way! Seems like 'so much for saving on
Greenhouse emissions' has not been taken in
to account.

Also, I have no intention of trying to find
somewhere indoors for 2 unrequested plastic
bins. Can I tell the Council I do not want
them? I will be paying for them in my Council
Tax no doubt.

I would love someone on the Council to reply
to this matter.

Although not connected with the council, we
have done some research on this and, it seems
to be a new initiative for flats. Every house in
the area is encouraged to place foodwaste into
the brown garden bins as, apparently, around
35% of the average black sack is food waste!

But it did raise an interesting conversation
amongst our editorial team so we thought
perhaps we could address some of the points
raised.

‘[ create next to no food waste’
If you had an upbringing like mine then you

were taught to finish everything on your
plate! But most people do not eat onion
skins, banana peel, applecores, teabags,
chicken bones etc so unless everything is a
ready-meal then everyone produces food
waste. Once in the black sack it quickly
goes off and produces bad smells.

‘I will have to purchase food waste bin
liners at a cost to myself”

Each home currently purchases its own
black sacks but if no food waste goes into
the sack then a single-person household
could have the same black sack for almost
a month. That saving would cover the cost
of food waste bags.

“...processed in Cambridgeshire’

You are right, this is a shame but all brown
waste goes to the same place. Perhaps we
can campaign to have a local option for
the farms and gardeners of Medway?

...unrequested plastic bins’

The council has decided on a particular
waste system in order to earn back as
much money as possible to go towards
council waste costs and new government
directives around waste.

Refuse sites have to be maintained, kept
secure yet cause many long-term issues.
Food waste taken out of the waste stream
can, instead, be composted and generate
income, much the same as paper recycling.
